The text was re-entered, the photographs re-scanned, and the color plates were
produced with modern technigques. Some of the color plates were re-shot using the original artifacts as the original
plates could not be located. Asaresult, the quality is superb.Thisis a must-have book for anyone interested in Native
American beading.
