Then he's probably much less of an actor, considering his persona 
on film/stage and off leaves no room for wonderment. But he is consistent.No Cure for Cancer is an extended rant, 
travelling through the general touchstones of Drugs, Drink, More Drugs, Smoke, Meat, War, Life and Death.
